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ULCC Awarded New Positive Alternatives Grant
Big thanks also extended to supporters of STl Testing & Infoline staff!

In July, ULCC became one of 31
organizations awarded a Positive
Alternatives Act (PAA) grant
from the Minnesota Department
of Health.

Originally enacted to gart in
2006, the Positive Alternatives
Program makes available $2.4
million annually (shared by the
31 organizations in varying
amounts) for alternativesto
abortion programs that support,
encourage, and assist women in
carrying their pregnancies to
term and caring for their babies
after birth.

This is the second time that
ULCC hasreceived aPAA
Grant. The first grant ended on
June 30 of this year. The new

grant will fund certain programs
for the next two years.

While the grant cannot be used to
pay for rent and other ongoing
expenses, it will support our
Ultrasound program, parts of our
new Learn-to-Earn “Treasures for
Life” program, and our after-
hours InfoLine, staffed with
counselors trained to assist
women in crisiswho call for help
outside of normal business hours.

Our STI Testing program was
previously covered by the first
PAA Grant, but is now being
supported by a generous private
donor. We send out a HUGE
THANK YOU to our donor for
providing this valuable service to
clientsin need!

Stacy isnow aregular participant in our Treasures for Life program, in which
she studies DV Ds and |essons regarding pregnancy and parenting at our
center and discusses them with one of our counselors. Sheis also thefirst
client in along time to declare, “I want you to know that | am not coming
herefor stuff, | just want to know how to take good care of my baby and have

agreat pregnancy!”

We also wish to extend our
gratitude to one of our InfoLine
Specialists, Mrs. Mara Poole,
who provided excellent crisis
support to after-hours callers
since the inception of the
InfoLine in September 2006, until
finishing her assignment in this
role this summer.
